The eleventh hour passage 
of this bill illustrates the triumph of bipartisan cooperation towards environmental 
conservation on a bill whose public hearing and subcommittee discussion show-
cased rancorous partisan and geographic divides. The committee worked intensely 
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as well as by the environmental 
advocacy community. 
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(Senator Ramirez, Delegate 
Lierman): HB 31 prohibited the 
distribution of plastic bags for 
free at point-of-sale in retail. 
Despite signi#cant support from 
many community, business, and 
faith leaders, as well as legislative 
supporters and strong citizen 
pressure, the bill received an 
unfavorable vote by the committee 
under pressure from labor and 
manufacturing interests.
